SETTING UP 
Lay out all the components and ensure that you have all the 
necessary parts listed in the assembly manual.
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USAGE FOR COOKING

Place the grill rack or cooking grate on top of the fire pit, 
ensuring it is securely in place (choose the desired height)

USAGE FOR REDUCED SMOKE FIRE PIT

STEP 1.  
Inset the hexagonal plate into the top of the fire pit.

STEP 2.  
Attach the legs to the base plat securely, ensuring they are 
evenly spaced for stability.

STEP 1. 
Fold Out the Hex BBQ and place on top of the base

STEP 2.  
On the ground, click together the 6 rectangle sections 
(ensure logo is facing up), slotting in each section to create 
the fire pit attachment

STEP 3.  
Once all in place, place the fire pit attachment on top of the 
fire pit.

NOTE:  
Please note the gill cannot be used whilst using this 
attachment.

STEP 3.  
Place the cast iron trivet in the bottom of the bbq
